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A percepgdc aparece no ser humano numa fase pré-linguistica, organizan-
do-se sequndc um sistema de relagdes activas entre o individuo e o meic que @ esti-
mila e o solicita., No entanto, logo que a fala se concretiza, a forma de percepcio
nar passa a ser diferente.

0 simples exercicio da linguagem provoca Uuma mudanca fundamental na or-
ganizagdo das categorias perceptivas que, por sua vez, vao interferir 1nevitavelmen
e nas categorias lexicais fomecidas pela linqua.

Se a linguagem, pela sua pratica, val modificar a funcio perceptiva um
oaitro problema surge, o da percepcdo da propria  linguagem, na medida em que a lin-
qua depende igualmente das estruturas em que se insere e scbre as guals exerce um
ACCdo.

Tendo em canta as relagtes especificas entre a percepedo e a linguagem,
o presente estudo interessa—se por averiguar, num perspectiva psicolinguistica, de
que modo a forma de organizacac das unidades de um estimilo verbal é aprecndida e
utilizada no comportamento do locutor.

THE PERCEPTIVE INTEGRATION OF WORDS INTO SENTENCES

Perception appears in the human being in a pre-linquistic stage arnd 18
organized in accordance with a system of active relationshipa between the individual
and the envircnnement, that incites and stimilates him/her. However, as soom as
speech becoames reality, the form of percelving is different.

The plain exercise of lanquage causes 8 fundamental change In the way
perceptive categories are organized. These, in turn,' interfere inevitably in the

lexical categjories provided by language.
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If lanquage modifies the perceptive function, another problem arises:
the perception of language itself, in so far as language depends equally on the
etructure in which is integrated and on which it exerts ites own action.

Bearing in mind the specific relations between perception and langua-
ge, the present paper secks to determine, fram a psycholinquistic view point  the
mode in which the form of the organization of the units of a verbal stimilus is
apprehended and used in the speaker's performance.
